The unique nanostructure of the material provides 
a tensile stiffness of 86 gigapascals and a tensile 
strength of 1.57 gigapascals—eight times stiffer 
than spider silk, considered the strongest biomate-
rial, and stronger than steel on a weight basis.

BLACK HOLES
Black holes—nature’s most mysterious and power-
ful objects—are cosmic regions where gravity is so 
intense that nothing, not even light, can escape. 
Born from the remnants of massive stars, they 
form when a star collapses under its own gravity, 
creating a point of infinite density known as a sin-
gularity.

Surrounding this singularity is the event horizon, a 
boundary beyond which no information can return. 
Anything crossing this point is lost to the depths 
of spacetime. But black holes aren’t just cosmic 
vacuum cleaners; they shape galaxies, influence 
time, and even emit powerful radiation through 
processes like Hawking radiation.
